+ In general, many European and Japanese plums may be grafted on European plums. Although
many Japanese varieties do well on other Japanese varieties, most European varieties are not
successful on Japanese. Peaches, almonds, and apricots may sometimes be grafted on
Japanese and European plums with fair success, but as a rule they either fail to grow or grow
unsatisfactorily.
